This month I want to highlight the amazing work being done in the church
by a very committed group of men and women. We call them “Sanford and
Associates” (instead of “Sanford and Sons,” get it?). Without a doubt,
“Sanford” is Jim Gries.

Jim had an idea many years ago that there was money to be made for the
church from collecting scrap metal. So, he started asking church folks to save
their drink cans. (Jim has often said that Miller Brewing Co. is the church’s
best partner!) It then moved to broken lawn chairs, car bumpers and fencing.
Anything metal counted and Jim would sort it to get the best price for it at
the recycler.

Dick Sipes had just bought a used Ford pickup truck to use around his
home but let Jim borrow it to make his rounds. Others started pitching in.
Christine Kimmel was an early “associate.” When Jim Lewis retired, he
joined in. Nigel Hood pitches in with his flat bed trailer quite often. When
Dick retired, he was recruited. When Charlie Downes retired, he became
another full associate. (A HUGE apology if I’ve missed others who have
pitched in! It’s totally unintentional!)

And the church caught the fever! Many folks began to look around at
what needed to be scrapped in their homes and Sanford and Associates have
made trips all over the county to pick up scrap metal. Keith McHolan, Byron
Sipes, and Jack Mullins have all sent the gang to retrieve mountains of metals
from their businesses.

Recently, they have made contact with Churchill Downs. All the video
feed equipment is being upgraded to new equipment so the Associates have
carried off several truckloads of scrap, including a massive ice maker.

For years, Dick has had to request to use his own truck to haul his mulch
at home. So this year, Dick donated his truck to the church (with the agreement
he can still haul mulch once a year!).

The first few years of the scrap metal ministry, the money went to capital
projects at the church - new windows for the sanctuary and education building,
for example. But since 2011, the money has gone to The Way Forward.

To date, the scrap metal ministry has raised almost $70,000 for the campaign.
Here’s how you can help. The metal ministry has operated on a match
system. Every time the gang collects $500 in scrap, they look for a donor
who will match the donation with a $500 contribution. Many wonderful folks
have stepped up to be a match. What a way to double your money AND get a
contribution credit! Just let Jim or me know you are ready and he’ll find you
to get the check.

This incredible gift is a testimony to the power of hard work and ingenuity!
Let’s all learn that we are already holding something in our hands that God
can use for His kingdom.
